Resolution No. 156 of The National Bank of Ukraine (NBU with a statutory .

2001 Registered statutory fund of the Bank reached the amount of UAH
109 million. OJSC "Yasinovskiy Coke-Chemical Plant" became a shareholder in
the Bank. In March Kreditprombank issued its first Europay International pay-
ment cards. In November Kreditprombank obtained VISA International associ-
ated membership status. The Bank's internet site has been developed, con-
stantly renovated and maintained. Internet banking, tele-banking and mobile
banking services are at clients' disposal.

Credit and investment portfolio (taking into account insurance reserves)
amounted to UAH 461.477 million as of the year-end 2001.

Specific weight of credits
to direct borrower amounted to 81,4%, interbank credits — 14,4%, invest-
ments in securities — 3,2% and capital investments — 1,0%.

Crediting has been traditionally the most profitable kind of business.
Credits interest income was received at the amount of UAH 64.850 million,
which is UAH 13.222 million (25,6%) more than in the previous year.

Interbank credits reached UAH 66.504 million as of December 31, 2001,
with a growth of UAH 61.053 million. Interbank credits interest income was
UAH 6.023 million, which is UAH 1.171 million (24,1%) more than in 2000.

Assets’ quality performance
Considerable growth of credit and investment portfolio in 2001 was accom- ratlng Of
panied by improvement of its quality. Specific weight of doubtful, overdue the Bank

and extended credit indebtedness within the total amount of the credit and
investment portfolio dropped during the year from 10,4% at the beginning of
the year down to 9,8% at the year-end.

The Bank creates provisions for active operation using two methods - pur-
suant to NBU requirements and pursuant to international standards. Total
amount of insurance and reserve funds at the year-end accounted to UAH
69.230 million, which is UAH 8.586 million more compared to the previous
year.

The Bank's policy in the area of provisions formation allows to effectively
ensure its activity and its clients' interests against possible losses.
Liquidity

During the year the Bank maintained obligatory economic activity norms
within the limits stipulated by the National Bank of Ukraine. Average indica-
tors of main the liquidity norms in 2001 were as follows:

- Instant liquidity: 91,55% at the norm of not less than 20%. The lowest
value during the year was 70,54%;

- General liquidity: 122,69% at the norm of not less than 100%. The lowest
value during the year was 114,23%.

- Ratio of highly liquid assets to working assets: 30,52% at the norm of not
less than 20%. The lowest value during the year was 22,63%.

Equity

By the end of the year, the Bank's equity, including subordinated debt,
totalled UAH 171.678 million, which is UAH 54.406 million more than in 2000.

Equity sufficiency is one of the obligatory norms. This indicator's average
for 2001 was 12,57% at the norm of not less than 4%. The lowest value dur-
ing the year was 10,54 %.

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Management of banking risks is one of the key elements of 0JSC RISk
"Kreditprombank's" development strategy. With the purpose of creation of
the most effective risk management system a dedicated work was conducted Management

during the year, aimed at improving of systems of evaluation, analysis and
administration of the main kinds of risks - credit risk, currency risk, operational
risk, interest rate deviation risk and liquidity risk.

Under conditions of the credit portfolio’s high growth speed, credit risks are
paid a great attention to. The Bank created a centralized system of risk control
and management, which consists of complex evaluation of financial condition
and determination of credit rating of different Bank counteragents, creation
of credit risk coverage reserves, credit security requirement and purposeful
use of credit, credit products monitoring and credit portfolio diversification.

Liquidity risk management is paid a special attention to. Within the frame-
work of strategy in the area of risk management in asset formation, the Bank
maintains a sufficient liquidity level, has a balanced structure of assets and lia-
bilities by currency terms and types, provides a necessary level of diversifica-
tion by region, by industry, by client and by investment volume .

The main instruments of interest rate risk management are limitation of
investment and long-term assets volumes, establishment of limitations of
securities portfolio structure, as well as the Bank's implementation of a unified
interest rate policy. The existing balance structure is rather steady towards
market rates deviations. Interest risk level decrease is secured by the growth
of share of funds within the balance liabilities' structure, which are attracted
from corporate clients to settlement and current accounts and deposits, are
the part of the resource base that is the cheapest and the least sensitive to
market rates deviations, as well as long-term deposits share increase. In order
to reduce interest rate and forex rate risk all investments into securities are lim-
ited, taking into account liquidity and profitability of investments and condi-
tion of the resource base.

Kreditprombank carries out a weighed policy in currency risk management.
All currency operations are limited and regulated by the Bank's internal instruc-
tions.

The increase in operations volume, new development of work directions
and implementation of modern banking products required additional meas-
ures to decrease operational risks and conducting works on maintaining the
Bank's economic and informational security.

With the purpose of operational risk minimization, Kreditprombank con-
stantly improves document routing technologies, carries out control for oper-
ations and payments, implemented regular planned diagnostics of computer
equipment and software. The Bank’s protection level, banking technologies
and electronic clearing systems, as well as technical protection of premises
increased considerably.

The year 2001 was characterized by further growth of competition among
the Ukrainian and foreign banks for the right to serve the most prospective
and financially stable clients.

Under conditions of increasing offers of new banking services, improve-
ment of their quality, acceleration of standard services provision and decrease
of tariffs, the development of partnership relations with major corporate
clients is one of the priority directions in Kreditprombank's activity, i.e. such
level of mutually beneficial relations that would allow the Bank to promote
development of its clients’ business and to develop itself. In the reporting year,
such approach allowed the Bank not just to keep its positions with the existing
clientele, but also to expand it, attract new prospective clients and reach an
increase in the existing clients' profitability level. In 2001, the Bank attracted
890 new clients, and total number of clients reached 2 867, as of 31.12.2001.
The increase accounted for 37,7%, compared to 2000 figures.

This increase became possible due to the Bank's realization of the principle
of complex client servicing, that is, offer of a wide spectre of services to meet
the broadest needs in financial products, both standard and individual. Many
banking products were elaborated exclusively for specific clients. They allow
resolving both complicated occasional issues and complex issues that clients
may have in their business process.

The Bank paid special attention to the issue of diversification of client base
by means of client business analysis. In the reporting year, Kreditprombank's
priority companies in terms of investment and crediting were metallurgical, oil
and gas, machine building, food and agricultural enterprises. The Bank's major

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Crediting

Kreditprombank continued an active work in crediting economic activity
subjects, whose credit indebtedness amounted for UAH 308.2 million as of
December 31, 2001 and increased by 12% compared to beginning of the
reporting year.

Crediting financially stable enterprises, first of all those of priority indus-
tries, was the basis of the Bank's crediting policy. Specific weight of credit ren-
dered to industrial enterprises in Kreditprombank's portfolio, formed by eco-
nomic activity subjects, totalled 74,4% as of 31.12.2001, including ferrous met-
allurgy —34,2%, food industry — 12,2%, machine building — 8,9%, non-fer-
rous metallurgy — 8,6%, coal and coke industry — 2,7%.

The Bank's major borrowers were the following enterprises-leaders in their
respective industry: OJSC "Motor-Sich", OJSC "Zaporizhia aluminium produc-
tion plant”, OJSC "Donetsk metallurgical plant”, CJSC "MMZ "Istil (Ukraine)",
OJSC "Dniprospetsstal”, OJSC "Kryvyi Rih iron-ore plant”, OJSC "Coal company
"Chervonoarmiyska-Zakhidna Mine No. 1", OJSC "Yasinovskiy Coke-Chemical
Plant", enterprises of Concern "A.V.K.", CJSC "Kharkiv adipose plant”, and CJSC
"Complex Agromars”.

Along with crediting of major corporate clients, crediting stable small and
medium enterprises was carried out, regardless of their industrial affiliation.
By the end of 2001, the amount of such credits reached UAH 67.4 million, or
21,9% of the Bank's total credit portfolio.

Positive changes in agriculture allowed Kreditprombank to make the first
steps towards crediting reformed agricultural enterprises. During 2001, these
enterprises obtained credits for the aggregate amount of UAH 28.7 million.

The volume of guarantees issued by the Bank in national currency increased
considerably in 2001. The amount of Kreditprombank's obligations under
issued guarantees accounted for UAH 47.5 million as of December 31, 2001,
which is 8,9 times more than the amount of guarantees issued at the begin-
ning of the reporting year.

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Project Finance

Kreditprombank's activity in the area of project finance is aimed at resolu-
tion of the clients' business tasks related to increase of activity scale and effec-
tiveness and requiring capital investments. Kreditprombank acts as "business
integrator”, optimising the project's resource model. After complex expertise ,
the Bank offers the client an optimal project finance decision, the sources of
which may be both the Bank's funds and funds attracted from other financial
organizations.

In the reporting year, Kreditprombank stirred up is activity in the area of
organization of structural financing of corporate clients’ projects, with attract-
ing foreign banks and traders.

Currently, the investment projects portfolio in the sphere of confectionary
and printing industries, financed by the Bank, totals more than USD 2.0 mil-
lion. The amount of issued credits varies from USD 150 000 to USD 1.0 million,
depending on the specific project. Maximum financing period is 3 years.

Besides, a number of projects for the amount over USD 10 million undergo
examination in the Bank's portfolio. The project was initiated by food industry
enterprises, building materials companies and companies that are expanding
their oil products retail trade business by means of gas stations network devel-
opment. Kreditprombank considers an investment program of development
of Ukraine's major vehicle market operator to be one of the prospective ones.

In 2002 increase of the share of medium and long term credits in
Kreditprombank's entire credit portfolio by means of expanding the Bank's
services spectre in the area of investment servicing and consulting, elaboration
and implementation of new products, aimed at enhancing the clients' com-
petitiveness in the context of long term business tasks was one of the main
tasks of project finance.

"Financing of energy efficiency increase projects” program is one of the
Bank's new areas of activity. Currently, Kreditprombank cooperates with
"Ukrainian Energy Service Company” ("UkrESCO"), which administrates a
European Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) credit line in
organization of large-scale financing of a project of energy efficiency
improvement in the interests of one of the Bank's clients. Realization of the
program will allow the client to have an annual economic benefit of USD 3.0
million due to a decrease of energy consumption.

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Business operations in securities market were traditionally successful for
Kreditprombank, which carries out all kinds of dealings that are typical for a
modern universal bank. Mainly, these are portfolio securities operations ,
commission and guarantee operations and dealings in attracting of clients’
available resources by means of debt securities issue.

In the reporting year, Kreditprombank was active in placement of equity in
its clients' securities. The Bank worked with securities of financially stable
enterprises, with good business reputation, which it has long partner relations
with. The Bank's investments in such securities accounted for more than UAH
207.0 million, which is 2,4 times more than in 2000.

In order to manage the securities portfolio in a more effective way, "repo”
(acquisition of securities with ransom obligation) operations were carried out.

In 2001, volumes of Kreditprombank's bills of exchange issued steadily
increased. These bills of exchange were actively used by the clients in their set-
tlements with their partners. During the year, Kreditprombank issued bills of
exchange with total nominal value of more than UAH 55.0 million, that is 1,7
times more than in the previous year.

The reporting year was crucial for Kreditprombank's professional deposito-
ry activity in the securities custodian capacity. Due to the weighed pricing pol-
icy in the custodian services market and to strictly regulated dealings mecha-
nism the Bank managed to increase its clientele by more than five times. In the
reporting year, securities transactions on the clients' accounts totalled about
UAH 4 000 million.

Following the "universal bank" strategy, Kreditprombank provided services
in maintaining registers of nominal securities owners to its partners - joint-
stock companies. As of December 31, 2001, the Bank, in the capacity of regis-
trator, maintained registers at the total stock issue volume of more than UAH
300 million.

In 2002, Kreditprombank faces two strategic tasks on the stock market.

The first one is development of clients' business, and in the first place, in the
stock markets. The Bank intends to expand its presence both in the Ukrainian
and in foreign markets. At the same time, expansion of presence in external
markets is a priority.

The second one is further development of Kreditprombank's debt securities
issues. Within this program, the following tasks will be resolved:

« positioning of Kreditprombank's securities as a highly profitable

and reliable financial instrument;
« expansion of the spectre of their possible applications;
« improvement of quality of servicing for Kreditprombank's
securities owners;
« creation of individual schemes of debt securities utilization;
« expansion of the "geography” of Kreditprombank's securities servicing.

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Servicing of clients' export-import contracts settlements was conducted in
the form of documentary letters of credit, documentary collection, bank guar-
antees and reserve letters of credit.

In the reporting year, Kreditprombank was engaged in documentary oper-
ations development, taking into account individual features of each trade deal.
Consulting in connection with documentary operations was conducted, with
recommendations on payment conditions providing a documentary form of
settlements, documents on letters of credit and guarantees.

The volume of documentary operations in 2001 totaled more than than USD
25.1 million. Owing to trust partner relationships that were established with
the first class European banks, Kreditprombank offers competitive services to
its clients - Ukrainian exporters and importers, as well as to Ukrainian banks.

The Bank offers to issue guarantees and letters of credit to its clients,
against their credit line, confirmation of such letters of credit and guarantees
in first class European banks. Basic documentation was developed and inter-
action procedures were elaborated for these purposes between the Bank's
sub-divisions and correspondent banks. Ukrainian correspondent banks are
offered the most acceptable and profitable terms, counting on the final cost
of the product.

Owing to credit line limit, provided to Kreditprombank by Commerzbank
AG (Frankfurt am Main, Germany), Kreditprombank's clients got an opportu-
nity to issue guarantees/letters of credit, guaranteed by a first class European
bank in different foreign currencies without abstraction of funds.

In the reporting year, contract execution guarantees, advance payment
pay-offs and payment guarantees were issued and serviced for the total
amount of more than USD 5,1 million, which is 42% more than the one in
2000. The Bank's clients obtained financing from their foreign partners for
the amount of more than USD 3,6 million, secured by Kreditprombank-issued
advance pay-off guarantees. Letters of credit in favor of exporting clients for
the total amount of about USD 13 million were advised and executed, secured
by the Bank-issued contract fulfilment guarantees.

In 2001, the Bank obtained UAH 1.8 million of net income from documen-
tary operations execution.

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Kreditprombank continued development of the international sector of
business development related to cooperation with international financial
organizations, export credit agencies and commercial financial and credit insti-
tutions with the purpose of realization of the client's trade cooperation pro-
gram, attraction of short-term and long-term financial resources, as well as
reinforcement of its own positions among foreign participants of financial and
insurance markets in the capacity of a reliable and equal partner.

In the course of development of relations with national export agencies,
the Bank has oriented itself, first in the place, at the countries bordering with
Ukraine. Such a choice was caused, first of all, by historical trade relations
between production and trade enterprises, carrying out their activity in the
countries bordering with Ukraine. Establishing of short-term and mid-term
limits by Czech and Hungarian export credit agencies for the period of 1to 3
years serves a good proof of it.

At the same time the Bank established and developed relations with export
agencies of EU member countries, which also influenced positively, making it
possible for German, Austrian and Swedish agencies to open their limits.

In 2001 work with foreign commercial financial and credit institutions was
built mainly on the basis relations established with appropriate public export
credit agencies, the main task of which was issuance of guarantees and risk
insurance for national exporters and organizations providing credits to foreign
counteragents.

Deployment of such mechanismin finance production and trade projects of
our clients allowed to considerably decrease risks, which existed earlier in direct
crediting or refinancing of products exported abroad, as well as to expand the
range of partners in Western and Eastern European financial markets.

This mechanism allowed to ensure realization of project of "Autotrading”
Company, the biggest "Skoda" vehicles dealer in Ukraine, for the total amount
of USD 2,21 million. Financing of the project is carried out by Komercni Banka
a.s. (Prague), using the insurance of the Czech public export credit agency
EGAP.

In 2002 Kreditprombank plans to become an agent bank of the European
Bank for Reconstruction and Development (EBRD) in servicing and distribution
of small and medium business development in Ukraine, as well as to participate
in the international financial organization's trade finance program.
Furthermore, in order to ensure the trade turnover between the Black Sea basin
countries and based on earlier reached agreements, the Bank will actively
develop cooperation with the Black Sea Trade and Development Bank
(Greece).

Further development of relations with agencies in Germany, Austria,
Sweden, ltaly, France and Spain will lead to a considerable expansion of the
range of partners among financial and credit institutions in these countries.

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Kreditprombank's information technologies have developed within the
framework of realization of the Bank's general strategy. Highest possible
automation of banking processes and operations, as well as formation of
technological capabilities of providing clients with new products and services
were called the main directions of the Bank's development.

In the reporting year the Bank actively introduced automated systems of
financial analysis, improved electronic document circulation systems and opti-
mised the payment document routings.

The newly formed technologies provided technical support to the success-
ful Europay international payment system card issuance both in Kyiv and in the
regions.

In 2001 taking into account the constantly growing demand for high tech-
nology products and given a high potential of this market segment, the Bank
was active in elaboration and offering of services via the Internet, as well as by
means of mobile and telephone communications. Kreditprombank's main
purpose in this area was the creation of an additional channel for clients,
which would become a source of financial information on their accounts and
general information on the Bank.

Kreditprombank's Internet representation at www.kreditprombank.com
was effective in fulfilling its functions and was a source of client feedback. On
its website, Kreditprombank has provided an access to the information, need-
ed by managers and specialists: daily reports, weekly digests and monthly
macroeconomic reviews, prepared by a company of the Euromoney Group.

Taking into account the demand of Ukrainian companies for services in the
crediting area, the Bank has provided an on-line "virtual crediting” services,
allowing to any company's financial manager to evaluate his/her company's
chances to obtain a credit, from his/her desk. On the Bank's website, compa-
nies also may operatively fill in and forward an application for deposit place-
ment in the framework of the "Offer" service.

The fact that 50% of the clients who purchased payment cards (not those
of the salary payments projects) forwarded their orders on-line, is a good con-
firmation of the effectiveness of new forms of communication with clients.
Besides the application for a payment card or a credit, potential clients and
partners may order the Bank's annual report.

During the year a certain range of corporate clients, oriented at new ways
of obtaining information from the Bank was created. Small and medium busi-
nesses representatives were active in utilizing the Bank's new services "Internet
client-bank in account review regime”, "information and reference system"
(information on account balance by telephone), "mobile banking" (informa-
tion on account balance by means of SMS).

In 2002 the Bank plans to increase the quality of services and to expand its
clientele, that use the new opportunities of work with banking products. In
order to achieve this goal, realization of new on-line solutions is planned, such
as search for financing for companies' investment programs, and an opportu-
nity for private clients to file applications for individual credits. The Bank will
also continue improvement and implementation of the systems of telephone,
mobile and Internet banking, realizing the task of providing its clients with the
full range of channels and ways of account management, which will allow the
Bank to reinforce and expand the "geography” of its presence.
