WORK ON INTERNATIONAL CAPITAL MARKET *

During 2008 Kreditprombank continued to use opportunities of work on international
capital market by implementing new projects and improving existing relations with in-
ternational partners.

Total volume of international funding, raised by the Bank amounted to USD 446 mil-
lion. These funds were provided to the Bank for lending to trade programs, investment
projects, equipment import projects of clients and also for lending to medium size,
small and micro enterprises.

Kreditprombank continued the cooperation with international organizations, in partic-
ular with European Bank for Reconstruction and Development, due to which the Bank
implements EBRD programs in Ukraine (finance of SME and micro enterprises, energy
efficiency, Trade Facilitation Program, etc.). The Bank also cooperated with the World
Bank, Black Sea Bank for Trade and Development and German Financial Institution
DEG (one of the structures of KIW).

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In 2008 Kreditprombank began to utilize funds in the framework of the loan agree-
ments under the projects of the World Bank in Ukraine, which are implemented through
certain number of banks, in particular:

= 12-year project with participation of Ministry of Finance of Ukraine — “Expanding
the access to the financial service markets” (sub-loans to SME) for the amount of
USD 43 million.
The aim of the project is to provide financing to SME, which deal with agriculture
or are located in the country side.

= 6-year project « Export Development Project -2» (EDP-2) for the amount of USD
35 million in cooperation with Ukreximbank. The aim of the project was to finance
Ukrainian enterprises — exporters.

At the end of the year the Bank has already provided funding to clients under the
mentioned programs for total amount of USD 43 million and submitted applications
for drawdown of USD 8 million under the approved projects.

Having started cooperation with the German institution DEG in 2006, after previ- 3
ous cooperation via EBRD, in 2008 Kreditprombank signed its first direct contract for i DEG
amount of USD 20 million for 6 years.

KFW BANKENGRUPFPE
funding to small and medium-size enterprises.

Kreditprombank also continued to raise funds for funding of trade programs of its
clients. During 2008 the Bank received extension of credit limit for EBRD Trade Fa-
cilitation Program up to USD 70.0 million and in total raised USD 178 million from
commercial banks and financial non-banking institutions.

Beyond that, Kreditprombank timely made all repayments of international borrow-
ings according to the schedules set by lenders: in 2008 USD 329 million were re-
paid, out of them USD 146 million - in the fourth quarter of 2008.

ACTIVITY ON THE STOCK MARKET *

In the reported year global stock markets showed reduction of main indexes as well
as substantial fund deficit. In Ukraine major decline of value was for equity secu-
rities, in particular, shares. During 2008 Kreditprombank substantially reduced its
portfolio of shares while the percentage in government guaranteed securities and
debt securities (bonds of enterprises) increased. Essential part of secondary market
transactions was made by Kreditprombank on the organized market (operations
with corporate bonds and investment certificates).

By the results of 2008 the Bank occupied the following positions in the rating of the
First Stock Trading System:

= investment certificates trade — 1 place;
= corporate bonds trade with banking institutions — 11 place.

During the year the volume of asset operations with securities reached UAH 6 218 400
thousand.

Total contractual value of operations in the form of brokerage services provided by
the Bank on the stock market amounts to UAH 2 411 200 thousand. As at 01.01.09,
securities portfolio of the Bank amounted to UAH 1 141 400 thousand.
